Approval of Minutes:  The minutes of the October 14, 2009 Regional Council meeting were approved as submitted.

Chairs Report:  Pam Sheldon provided an overview of the council’s financial status from 2006 – 2009 stating that we were in the final stages of completing the 2009 audit.  
Pam then introduced Michael Bell of Michael R. Bell & Company, auditor for the council, who provided an in-depth report on the status of the 2009 audit and the audit findings.  Michael states that he and his auditors are very comfortable with the decision the council made in hiring JoAnn Jilson of Calculating Women! Her work with Kim Burke, Executive Director in keeping the books was exemplary.  Michael stated that the books are in excellent shape and that the controls that were lacking a few years ago are in place once again.  He reviewed the 2009 revenue and expenses with those from 2008 and identified differences between the two years.  He made a couple of recommendations, one of them being that contract/grant reductions from deliverables be identified differently from penalties which may refer to IRS, Labor and Industries or other state departments.  Michael stated that the audit would be completed shortly and that his company was very pleased with the results.  He encouraged council members to contact him if they had any questions or concerns.  He left copies of his presentation with Kim Burke in case members wanted a copy.  He also stated that the IRS 990 report would be filed on time with the IRS by the due date in February 2010.
GIS Mapping Presentation:  Jeff Kuhlmann and Kim Burke provided a short presentation on GIS mapping and how it can be used regionally to not only identify Trauma Response Areas, but also to map the locations of trauma designated facilities, distances between hospitals and EMS agencies and the estimated response times between locations.  The program can be used to map locations for alternate care facilities, and could have even mapped where patients came from with the H1N1 virus if that information was available.  SRHD uses GIS mapping for data purposes.  Although the DOH used 20 minutes as a time span between hospitals and EMS agencies the software could actually calculate real response times as used in the East Region PCPs for urban, rural and wilderness.   The sky is the limit on how this software can be used.

Staff has located a grant for the software and training at a cost of $175 and the council has provided $500 for the purchase of a laptop computer.  There is a need of additional funding to pursue the project, as the $500 is not enough to purchase a computer for this type of project.  
Jeff is currently the map maker and uses software and hardware that belong to the state, so projects are done after hours.  Julia Anderson, ER Workstudy from Gonzaga is majoring in Civil Engineering and has a great interest in this project if we can come up with the hardware to pursue the project.  She is using the software at GU and doing some training online currently.  

Annmarie Keck volunteered to be a part of this project when it is up and running.
